®  Assist with preparation of a preliminary project sched-
ule and work with construction manager to prepare
estimate of Probable Cost of the Work

® Design development drawings and other documents
describing the size and character of the interior con-
struction of the project

®  Prepare illustrations for furniture, furnishings and
equipment

® |llustrate the architectural and decorative character of
the Project
Additional costs not included in the contract include the
hiring of a structural engineer. The building committee
voted to allocate up to $2,000 to hire such a person. An-
other meeting will be scheduled with the architect in the
coming days, but has not been set on the calendar
yet. Remember, we continue to need your support and
prayers as we continue to move closer to our final
charge conference vote and finally the construction phase
of this project.
