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 Every Sunday following the offering, Silver Creek United Meth-
odist Church joins together in singing a song called the Doxology.  Be-
cause many of our rituals and traditions lose meaning when we forget the 
story behind them, I would like to share this one with you. 

  The author of this hymn was a bold, outspoken Anglican 
bishop named Thomas Ken.  He was born in the town of Little Berkham-
stead, England, in 1637 and was orphaned as an early child.  Raised by 
his older sister, he received an Oxford education and was ordained into 
the Church of England in 1662.  His professional life was very colorful 
and marked by controversy, as Ken was very openly critical toward the 
corruption he saw in the lives of those in positions of authority.  His last 
ministry position was that of Bishop, but his appointment came to an 
abrupt end.  Openly critical of the English monarchy, he incurred the 
wrath of King James II when he refused to read The Royal Declaration of 
Indulgence.  This act of disobedience led to his imprisonment in the 
Tower of London.  He was later acquitted, but spent much of the remain-
der of his life in quiet obscurity.  He died in 1711 at the age of 74. 
 Besides being notorious for his outspoken criticisms of the Eng-
lish monarchy, Thomas Ken is also known for the many hymns he com-
posed while in office.  He was one of the first English hymn writers to 
compose original lyrics that were not paraphrases of biblical passages.  
One of his best-known writings was a book entitled, “A Manual of 
Prayers for the Use of the Scholars of Winchester College.”  In this book 
were three hymns intended for use by the students on a daily basis, called 
“Morning Hymn”, “Evening Hymn”, and “Midnight Hymn”.  Each hymn 
ended with the same four lines: 

Praise God, from whom all blessings flow;  

Praise Him, all creatures here below;  

Praise Him above, ye heavenly host.  

Praise Father, Son and Holy Ghost. 
One of the many blessings of the United Methodist experience is 

the place of tradition in our church life.  When we stand and sing the dox-
ology, we are affirming a part of our faith that is over 300 years old, and 
we are uniting with millions of Christians around the world that share a 
similar heritage.  As we sing these four lines on Sunday, may we sing 
them with the power that comes from a shared experience reaching back 
3 centuries, and may we be aware that our need to praise the Father, Son 
and Holy Ghost is just as real today as it was in the days of Thomas Ken.
