I still remember those of you who took the time to have 
Melissa and I over to your home over the years. Those times of fellowship were a 
great source of encouragement for us, and helped me get to know you and your 
family better. 

 

• Pray for the people in our mission field. This is a time for kingdom building. Pray 
that God will continue to use Silver Creek UMC to proclaim the Gospel to those liv-
ing in our community, as together, you work to change lives.
